School Book Fairs 

Aaronôs Books is available to sponsor book 

fairs for public and private schools in the 

region. We meet with the school principal 

and librarian to discuss the curriculum and 

schoolôs mission and work with them to 

create an appropriate catalogue of books.

Aaronôs Books hosts in-store book fairs for 

public and private schools, where families 

of students are invited to shop at Aaronôs 

Books at certain days and times, and 

proceeds from their purchases are donated 

to the school.
